Anderlecht’s Craig Dolby was one of the worst
affected by the problems, and failed to finish both races.
Even so, the British driver believes that the signs forthe
future are positive. “It's the first race so you expect these
problems,” he said. “Everyone’slearning and the
organisers are taking notes, whichis good. | think
the championship willbe great.”

Superleague president Alex Andreu confirmed that
some changes will be made where they are deemed
necessary. At Donington, rolling starts were used to
reduce the strain on the cars,amove that may become
aregular feature of the series.

“Obviously we have to fixsome things,” said Andreu.
“Butwith a bitmore time | think we won’'t have any
problemsatall. It's gone extremely well.”

With little time for the teams to prepare before
Donington, mandatory pitstops were also abandoned, but
they will feature for the next round at the Nurburgring.
