The seasonislikely to run between
May and September. Arace in Brazil remains a possibility,
butpolitical and economic hurdles need to be overcome.
“If we could cross the Atlantic and go to Brazil that
would be great,” said Andreu. “They really want us there,
butwe have to sit down and work out the numbers.

FACING THE CREDIT CRISIS

Andreu claimed he has the fundingin place for 2009, but
admitted that the current global economic slow-down
has forced himto revise hisincome predictions.

“We have ourinvestment aligned againstwhat we
think will be arestricted revenue situation,” he said. “So
we dropped ourforecastalittle bit—and we have capped
allourinvestmentto match our forecast.”

Nevertheless, Andreu said he had a number of
promotersinterestedin runningindividual events, which
hehopeswill help the series in its goal of increasing
spectatornumbers by improving the promotion ofiits
races nextyear.
