With a number of the 17 football
club-liveried cars in the field
being built in the final days prior
to the Donington event, several
teething problems cropped up.
These included mirrors that
vibrated and fell off at speed,
engines that majorly leaked oil
and numerous gear-selection
setbacks blamed on electrics.

Seven cars retired from the first
race due to the issues, although
only one stall hit the wet second
race, with some team bosses

believing the lower revs run in- [

the conditions minimised therisk
of failure.

Andreu said a number of the
problems were expected, and that
the three-week gap until round
two of the series at the
Niirburgring would be of great
help. ,

“You can always expect teething
problems in the first race and,
because of the late build of some
of the cars, some did not run
until [the pre-Donington Park test

on] Thursday. We have a list of
things we want to solve and we're
very -confident we can work
through them.”

However, Andreu said that it
would be up to the competing
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teams to decide if additional
track time is required between
now and the next round, be it a
separate test or extra practice on
race weekend.

“Ithink some teams anticipated
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some of the problems and know a
lotof whatcanbedone,” headded.
“It's up to the teams and our
competitions department to
agree on any extra testing at such
shortnotice.”
